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Dear Parent(s),

As a parent of a teenager I’m certain you have questions and concerns regarding your son or daughter transitioning from high school to the real world.  Your area school district has referred your son or daughter to Iowa Vocational Rehabilitation Services.  

IVRS is a state agency that focuses on assisting individuals with disabilities in achieving their employment, independence, and economic goals.  Part of this process can include helping students with college planning, tuition assistance for college and vocational training programs, job placement, career exploration, job seeking strategies, mock interviewing, resume building, self employment, and/or tools for equipment to start a new job.  Services can be initiated to qualified students before they graduate to assist them with moving from high school into employment or training.  Our services are FREE, individualized, and there are no income guidelines to become eligible for services.
If you are receiving this letter your son or daughter attended a brief orientation about IVRS services.  Please find attached application for services, health assessment questionnaire, and releases of information.  In order to initiate IVRS services you can either send the completed forms to school with your son or daughter or contact IVRS to schedule an individual appointment.  

If possible we would like to meet with you and your young adult together to discuss transition planning.  Feel free to call or email with any questions you may have.  If your son or daughter is under 18 years of age, it will be necessary for a parent/guardian to sign the necessary intake forms.  

If your son or daughter qualifies for VR Services, IVRS can then attend their IEP meetings and work closely with your son or daughter, AEA, and the school staff to develop a transition plan following high school.  

I need to also mention that there is a waiting list for all individuals.  Although the waiting list is relatively short for most significantly disabled individuals, it is another reason to apply now in order that we can provide timely services as your son or daughter gets close to graduation.
