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What are WIPA and PABSS? How Can They Help You?

Social Security disability beneficiaries have a team of service providers to help them be successful in entering or re-entering the workforce. Work Incentives Planning & Assistance (WIPA) projects and Protection and Advocacy for Beneficiaries of Social Security (PABSS) organizations are two members of that team that can provide help and advice when it’s needed.

WIPA projects are community-based organizations that are authorized by Social Security to provide free benefits counseling to disability beneficiaries to help them make informed choices about work and financial independence. Each WIPA project has certified Community Work Incentives Counselors (CWICs) who provide one-on-one counseling about benefits and the effect of work on those benefits.

PABSS organizations are responsible for protecting the legal rights of Social Security disability beneficiaries who want to work. PABSS provides information, advocacy, legal representation and other services. If you think you may have been discriminated against because of your disability, a PABSS representative will be able to help you discuss your options.
