The Transition Alliance Program (TAP) is a partnership between Cedar Falls Schools and Iowa Vocational Rehabilitation Services (IVRS).


TAP was established in 1998 to provide assistance to eligible youth who  require additional support as they become productive citizens within our community.  TAP partcipants receive assistance in the areas of vocational, educational and life skills services.  Before participating in TAP, an individual must be eligible for IVRS services and a student at Cedar Falls High School.


TAP helps participants develop positive work skills in order to find and keep employment.  TAP also provides follow-up services to assure job success and ongoing support until participants reach age 25.
