	Provides individuals eligible for six HCBS waivers the option to develop a individualized budget and self-direct services to support their life in the community.  This includes residential, employment, transportation, or purchasing of goods and services, etc.  

Medicaid pays for services with federal/state/county shares.

	Service Delivery 
(How are Services accessed?)


	The individual must be eligible for a Medicaid Home and Community Based Services program.  A case manager assists in developing a service package that meets the person’s needs.  Some or part of the service package may be used as a flexible individual budget, which means that the individual is the “employer” of the direct service provider or they may purchase goods or services from community businesses.

	· Medicaid eligibility

· Diagnosis meeting one of the waiver criteria including AIDS/HIV, Brain Injury, Elderly (over age 65) disabled (as determined by SSI), mentally retarded, or physically disabled
