	Service Delivery 
(How are Services accessed?)


	The Medicaid eligibility is approved on a month-by-month basis.  Claims for medical services are paid for Medicaid memebers.

	Eligibility Criteria 


	Members must meet the following eligibility criteria:

1. Determined to be disabled per Social Security standards other than the maximum income criteria for Substantial Gainful Activity (SGA).

2. Have earned income.

3. Be under the age of 65 years.

4. The countable household income is less than 250% of the federal poverty level (FPL).

5. The resource limit is $12,000 for a single person and $13,000 for a couple.

6. The members with gross income above 150% of FPL must pay a monthly premium based a sliding scale.  The premium payment must be credited before the member is given eligibility for the month.
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
